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ABOUTTHEUNIVERSITY

The Central University of Karnataka (CUK) has been established by an Act of the
Parliament (No. 3 of 2009) at Kalaburagi, Karnataka. It is one of the sixteen new
Central Universities established by the Government of India during the UGC XI
Plan period to address the concerns of ‘equity and access’ to education. Central
University of Karnataka in Kalaburagi has increased the access to quality higher
education to people in less educationally developed districts which have low
graduate enrolmentratio.

The CUK, with its territorial jurisdiction all over Karnataka has initiated its activities
from the academic year beginning August 2009 in keeping with the philosophy of
achieving and maintaining the highest levels of academic excellence, sensitivity to
equity, and access to enrolment. The seven year old University is emerging as a
premier national educational and research institution in the country.

The University has six hundred and fifty four acres campus, situated near
Kadaganchi village in the district of Kalaburagi, Karnataka State (thirty kilometres
from Kalaburagi city towards Aland). CUK is one of the first new Central Universities
to move to its permanent campus. The main objective of the University is integrating
the components of teaching, research, innovation, training and skill development
with an aspiration to excel in integrated UG-PG, post graduate and doctoral
programs. The University offers various programmes in the following six dominant
areas: Arts, Humanities, Management, Sciences, Engineering, Education. Currently
the University is running sixteen Departments spread in eight Schools and three
Centres, and are offering nine integrated UG-PG programmes, fifteen post graduate
programs and sixteen Doctoral programmes.

CUK Film Club, Department of English, Central University of Karnataka hosted its second
Film Fest on the theme of Cinema and the Region. Regional cinemas from Kannada, Tamil,
Bengali and Marathi were screened, followed by rigorous academic discussion with
distinguished academicians and film critics. The film festival was structured around the
screening of the select movies preceded by lectures on various themes by the invited scholars.

There is an emergence of the sense of regional in the contemporary Indian cinemas in the last
two decades. These movies transgress the hegemonic idea of region based on a single
language/community and open up the possibilities of imagining the region in multiple ways.

These cinemas portray heterogeneous identities in explicit and implicit manners through
variations of dialects, customs, performances etc. Most of these cinemas also address specific
regional issues pertaining to caste, gender and violence. How cinema as a popular media
engages with the marginalised sections of the society such as women, dalits, transgenders and
minorities was explored in this venture. However, the major objective of the film festival was to
familiarize the students with the critical vocabulary of film as a cultural expression. The film
festival intended to open up discussions around the idea of’ popular’ and ‘regional’ in
contemporary cinemas, and the issues of regionalism, identity, body, sexuality, caste, gender,
violence, law and censorship .

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LIFE SKILLS ACTIVITIES - GROUP WORK PRACTICES
BASAWANTHAWADI TEAM
1.Swati B.K and Ajam khan

The life skills activities conducted by Swati B.K and Ajam khan at Basawanthawadi government
high school, Kalaburagi district, Karnataka which was for 10 students of class VI. Anjana, Maresh,
Kausar, Pravati, Malappa, Sukanya, Vijaylaxmi, Rajashree, Jayashree, Channaveer were the sample of our
life skill activity practice. Through the tool prepared by Dr. Vrunda, the researcher collected the
data from children. After analysing the data, trainees came to know that the students are lacking
three life skills which are Decision Making, Empathy and Interpersonal Relationship. For bringing
changes at the level of skills, trainees conducted some activities which were Choosing Behavior,
you are in Driver Seat, Relationship Map, River of Life, My best Friend. The result through the
intervention was .005 level of significance for decision making and empathy and .001 level of
significance for interpersonal relationships respectively, which means there were noticeable changes
in the life skills of the children.

2.SHAMILY .M.S and DIVYASHREE. K
The life skill activities conducted by Samily. M.S and Divyashree.K were at Govt.H.P. school Basandwadi

Village, Aland thaluk, Kalaburghi District, Karnataka which was for 11 Students of class 5t that includes
6 girls and 5 boys.
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Sangamesh, Darmaraj, Vireesh, Sidlinga, Sreeshant, Sidamma, Rakshita, Bagyasree, Aiswarya, Kaveri,
Sumalatha, were the samples of practice. The Tool used for the data collection was prepared by Dr.
Vrinda, NIMHANS. After collecting and analyzing the pre intervention data, the trainees came to know
that the students are lacking four life skills, namely Empathy, Communication and Critical thinking,
Interpersonal relationship. To bring the changes in the level of life skills, the trainees conducted some
activities such as Relationship Maps and River of Life in Empathy Life Skill, Act to meet and Mixed
Message in Communication Life skill, saying no meaning it and Choosing behavior in Critical Thinking
Life Skills, Relationship Map and Act to Meet in Interpersonal Relationship The result of each life skill
was 0.003 level of significance.

The Academic Section at Central Universities of Karnataka was established to promote
innovations in teaching learning process with vibrant Academic excellence and research
environment in the University.

The Academic section acts as a facilitator for planning, execution of Academic activities
and intramural research strategies for the university in higher education and research. It aims at
strengthening and expanding knowledge in all its expressions. The section strives to integrate
and innovate with all stakeholders of knowledge and education in a holistic and inclusive fashion.

Before the conduct of entrance examination test to the admission for various programmes
in the university, the Central University of Karnataka provides all the admission related
information to the students in the form of prospectus, which includes all the information related
to process and procedure to admission.

The student’s admissions from the year 2009 to 2016 are 38, 109, 154, 296, 447, 627, 641, and
623 respectively. Student enrolment of the year 2009-10 to 2016-17 are 38, 134, 255, 457, 768,
1162, 1476 and 1583 respectively.

The University offers Special Travel Grant for the students to attend

The office of the Dean, Students Welfare while primarily looks after the welfare of the students
with active support from the elected representatives of the students, faculty and administration
functions for smooth working of the university through student participation.
